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Plaintiff CONGRESS ELEMENTARY SCHOOL DISTRICT NO. 17 OF YAVAPAI
COUNTY (hereinafter "Plaintiff" or "Congress"), by and through its attorneys, respectfully
submits its Complaint for Declaratory and Injunctive Relief pursuant to A.R.S. §12-1831, et. seq.,
the Uniform Declaratory Judgments Act, and Arizona Rules of Civil Procedure (“A.R.C.P.”) Rule
57, as follows. The Plaintiff's claims arise from the actions of Defendants Jean Warren, Jennifer
Renee Hoge, Cyndi Regis, and Barbara Rejon, in engaging in a coordinated campaign to harass
and impede the functioning of Congress through multiple complaints filed with various

governmental agencies, and the abuse of the public record request system codified in A.R.S. § 39-
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121, et. seq., from the 2002 school year through the date of this filing. The Defendants
collectively filed over one hundred (100) public records requests, over ten (10) complaints with
the Arizona Department of Education, complaints with the County Sheriff, complaints with the
Fire Marshall, complaints with the Ombudsman, and complaints with the Attorney General. This
protracted and coordinated attack on Congress constitutes a nuisance and harassment. éongress
also asserts that it is contrary to the best interests of the state to continue to comply with the
numerous public records requests filed by the Defendants on an almost daily basis.
I. JURISDICTION

1. This Court has jurisdiction to hear and determine this Complaint and to grant the
relief requested pursuant to Article VI, Section 18 of the Arizona Constitution and A.R.S. §12-
1831.

2. This Court is empowered to order a speedy hearing of this action for a Declaratory
Judgment and advance it on its calendar pursuant to Rule 57, AR.C.P.

II. PARTIES

3. Plaintiff Congress Elementary District No. 17 of Yavapai County is a unified
school district in Yavapai County, Arizona, formed pursuant to Title 15, Arizona Revised Statutes.

4. Defendant Jean Warren is a resident of Yavapai County living within the Congress
Elementary District No. 17 of Yavapai County school district.

5. Defendant Barbara Rejon is a resident of Yavapai County living within the
Congress Elementary District No. 17 of Yavapai County school district.

6. Defendant Cyndi Regis is a resident of Yavapai County living within the Congress
Elementary District No. 17 of Yavapai County school district.

7. Defendant Jennifer Renee Hoge is a resident of Yavapai County living within the

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Congress Elementary District No. 17 of Yavapai County school district.
III. FACTUAL ALLEGATIONS
A. Defendant Jean Warren: Public Records Requests

8. In a letter dated June 12, 2002, Defendant Jean Warren filed a request for Plaintiff
Congress' personnel to attend conferences set up by Defendant Jean Warren on the subject of
special education. Defendant Jean Warren made a thinly veiled threat of litigation by
commenting, "I believe by helping to arrange for these very informative meetings, many of the
'past improprieties' and mis-conduct of the congress school's administration can be averted since
parents will be better informed as to their rights and the obligations of school officials, averting
litigation."

9. Defendant Jean Warren followed up her letter dated June 12, 2002, to the Plaintiff
Congress Board with a letter dated June 27, 2002, in which Defendant Jean Warren filed a request
for Plaintiff Congress' Board to respond in writing by the close of business on June 27, 2002, as to
why she did not receive a response to her June 12, 2002 letter.

10. In a letter dated June 21, 2002, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public records
request with Plaintiff Congress requesting for the production of:

a) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress' Board meeting
agendas and minutes from September of 2000 to June 21, 2002.

b) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress' Board meeting
agendas and minutes from the February 11, 2001 regular meeting.

c) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress' Board meeting
agendas and minutes from the March 11, 2001 regular meeting.

d) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress' Board meeting

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agendas and minutes from the April 8, 2001 regular meeting.

€) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress' Board meeting
agendas and minutes from the June 10, 2001 regular meeting.

) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress' Board meeting
agendas and minutes from the May 3, 2001 special meeting.

11.  In aletter dated June 27, 2002, Defendant Jean Warren filed a request with Plaintiff
Congress' Board for permission to speak at the "next regular Board meeting on the subject of the
Budget. Specifically, Special Ed Funding, Transportation, enrollment.” Defendant Jean Warren
further requested a response in writing to her request.

12. In a second letter dated June 27, 2002, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public
records request with Plaintiff Congress demanding for the production of "records already
requested” by the close of business on June 27, 2002. This letter included threatening citations to
the Arizona Criminal and Education code.

13.  In a third letter dated June 27, 2002, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public records
request with Plaintiff Congress demanding for the production of:

a) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress' Board meeting
agendas and minutes from September of 2000 to June 27, 2002.

b) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress' Board meeting
agendas and minutes from the February 11, 2001 regular meeting.

c) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress' Board meeting
agendas and minutes from the March 11, 2001 regular meeting.

d) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress' Board meeting

agendas and minutes from the April 8, 2001 regular meeting.
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e) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress' Board meeting
agendas and minutes from the June 10, 2001 regular meeting.

f) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress'’ Board meeting
agendas and minutes from the May 3, 2001 special meeting.

14.  In a fourth letter dated June 27, 2002, Defendant Jean Warren requested that
Plaintiff Congress' Board "make a change to the minutes of the June 12% where item 3 is
incorrectly documented." This requested change was within the Public Comment area.

15. In a letter dated February 4, 2003, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public records
request with Plaintiff Congress demanding the production of Plaintiff Congress' Board meeting
minutes from January 24, 2003, to February 4, 2003, before the close of business on February 4,
2003.

16.  In February of 2003, Plaintiff's Governing Board engaged legal counsel to address
the records requests made by Defendant Jean Warren. Several letters from Plaintiff's legal counsel
to Defendant Jean Warren were exchanged, and there were no further public records requests
made by Defendant Jean Warren until 2007.

17. In a letter dated October 12, 2007, Defendant Jean Warren filed a request that
Plaintiff Congress' superintendent:

a) Open the front gate and have handicapped parking available.
b) Permit Defendant Jean Warren to "pull up behind the school in the open
area next to the back doors", if no handicapped parking is available.
c) Provide an email address "to write instead of faxing."
18. In a second letter dated October 12, 2007, Defendant Jean Warren filed a request

that Plaintiff Congress' Board "direct a committee to be formed of community members overseen

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by staff or a Board member to research the overall program and it's effectiveness."
19. In a third letter dated October 12, 2007, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public
records request with Plaintiff Congress asking for the production of:

a) Documentation demonstrating Superintendent Toni Wayas' job description,
qualifications, on-going training, and any contracts for her employment since she was hired by
Plaintiff Congress.

b) Documentation demonstrating IT Specialist Susan Phillips' job description,
qualifications, on-going training, and any contracts for her employment since she was hired by
Plaintiff Congress.

c) Documentation demonstrating a complete list of "dollars spent on all
computers from the original dates of purchase to October 12, 2007."

d) Documentation demonstrating dollar amounts spent on all IT training,
contract employees, and overall budget for computers.

20. In a letter dated November 4, 2008, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public records

request with Plaintiff Congress asking for the following documents to be sent to her via email:

a) All future agendas and consent agendas for any and all future Board
meetings.

b) All minutes for any and all future Board meetings.

c) All Plaintiff Congress Board Packets "in their entirety when they are given

to the Board excluding confidential info" for any and all future Board meetings.
d) All draft copies of minutes that have not been approved by Plaintiff
Congress' Board for any and all future Board meetings.

21. In a letter dated November 6, 2008, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public records

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request with Plaintiff Congress asking for the production of:

a) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress Board meeting
documents from January 1, 2008, to November 6, 2008.

b) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress "Board meeting
agendas, consent agendas, and soft notices from January 1, 2008, to November 6, 2008."

c) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress Board meeting minutes
from January 1, 2008, to November 6, 2008.

d) Documentation demonstrating all Plaintiff Congress Board Packets "in their
entirety that were given to the Board excluding confidential info" from January 1, 2008, to
November 6, 2008.

22.  Defendant Jean Warren filed a public records request form with Plaintiff Congress
on November 12, 2008, which did not include a request for any specific documentation.

23. In a letter dated November 17, 2008, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public records
request with Plaintiff Congress asking for the production of the following by 11:00 am on
November 17, 2008:

a) Documentation demonstrating the serial number of each air conditioning
unit that was replaced.

b) Documentation demonstrating the warranty information on each new air
conditioning unit.

c) Documentation demonstrating the serial number on each new air
conditioning unit.

d) Documentation demonstrating the original cost of each air conditioning unit

and from what fund.
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e) Documentation demonstrating how much time was left on the warranty for
each air conditioning unit replaced.

) Documentation demonstrating the specific problems with each air
conditioning unit that was replaced.

g) Documentation demonstrating all "documentation for this job, including any
notes about the new or old equipment.”

h) Documentation demonstrating a "copy of the actual check made payable to
CR Cooling. Not just the number of the voucher."

1) Documentation demonstrating when Plaintiff Congress' Board gave specific
authority to replace the air conditioners.

24, In a second letter dated November 17, 2008, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public
records request with Plaintiff Congress asking for the production of the following by 11:00 am on
November 17, 2008:

a) Documentation demonstrating the serial number for each computer sold, the
original cost of each computer sold, and the selling cost of each computer sold.

b) Documentation demonstrating when the Plaintiff Congress' Board gave
specific authority to sell any computers.

c) Documentation demonstrating any documentation of when Plaintiff
Congress' Board alerted district families that these computers were being sold.

d) Documentation demonstrating the warranty period left on all Plaintiff
Congress' current computers in inventory.

25.  Defendant Jean Warren filed a public records request form with Plaintiff Congress

on November 19, 2008, asking for the production of documentation demonstrating Plaintiff

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Congress' Board minutes for November, 2008.

26.  In a letter dated November 26, 2008, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public records
request with Plaintiff Congress asking for the production of the following by the close of business
on November 26, 2008:

a) Documentation demonstrating the January 14, 2008 letter to Robert Source.

b) Documentation demonstrating the January 23, 2008 letter to Terry Corbett.

c) Documentation demonstrating the January 29, 2008 letter to Joy Hernbro.

d) Documentation demonstrating the signed February 21, 2008 OMLET letter.

€) Documentation demonstrating any documentation that you sent with the
above listed letters regarding the alleged Open Meeting Law violations and any subsequent
training.

27. In a letter dated December 12, 2008, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public records
request with Plaintiff Congress asking for the production of the following by the close of business
on December 12, 2008:

a) Documentation demonstrating warranty information on each new air
conditioning unit.

b) Documentation demonstrating the serial number on each new air
conditioning unit.

c) Documentation demonstrating the specific problems with each air
conditioning unit that was replaced.

d) Documentation demonstrating "all documentation for this job, including any

notes about the new or old equipment."

28. In a letter dated December 18, 2008, Defendant Jean Warren requested that all

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future Plaintiff Congress' Board meeting agendas and minutes be sent to her by email.
29.  Defendant Jean Warren filed a public records request form with Plaintiff Congress
on December 18, 2008, asking for the production of:

a) Documentation demonstrating the stewardship list.

b) Documentation demonstrating the Attorney General "papers."

30. In a letter dated January 7, 2009, Defendant Jean Warren filed a request for a
written response from Plaintiff Congress' Board concerning her request for the Board to review
her video of the Public Budget Hearing for the 2008-2009 School Year.

31. In a second letter dated January 7, 2009, Defendant Jean Warren filed a "formal
request” with Plaintiff Congress asking for the "entire Board, Mrs. Wayas, Mrs. Barksdale, and
Mrs. Neil" to attend a training on Public Records Law and Records Management.

32.  In a letter dated March 10, 2009, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public records
request with Plaintiff Congress asking for records concerning school staff behavior and Open
Meeting Law Complaints.

33. In a second letter dated March 10, 2009, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public
records request with Plaintiff Congress asking for the following by March 13, 2009:
Documentation demonstrating "all cards returned to Plaintiff Congress from the 2007 Uniform
survey conducted by committees, school personnel, or Board members in regards to changing the
dress code, uniform policy, or any related material."

34. In a third letter dated March 10, 2009, Defendant Jean Warren filed a public
records request with Plaintiff Congress for:

a) All agendas and consent agendas for any and all future Board meetings.

b) The minutes of all future Board meetings by the third day after a meeting.
